Location
Situated 55 miles south of Los Angeles, 85 miles north of San Diego and 26 miles from Catalina Island, centered in the middle of the Orange County coastline. 

Accessibility 
Newport Beach is directly adjacent to John Wayne Airport (SNA); Long Beach Airport (is located 20 miles north); and Los Angeles International Airport (is located 50 miles north). 

Climate
Year-round temperatures average about 75 degrees Fahrenheit/23.89 degrees Celsius (coldest reaches an average low of 47 in January, hottest, a high of 78 in August).

Newport Beach is home to 17 full service resorts, hotels, boutique hotels and inns, accounting for more than 2,900 hotel rooms and 17,000 sq. feet of meeting space under a variety of branded and independent hotel flags.  There are over 300 restaurants in Newport Beach. 
Newport Neighborhoods 
Nine district neighborhoods make up Newport Beach, each lending a unique culture, charm, natural beauty and history to the city. They are: Balboa Island and surrounding islands, Balboa Peninsula, Corona Del Mar, Mariner’s Mile, Cannery Village, Back Bay, Airport/Business District, Fashion Island and Newport Coast/Crystal Cove.

Household Statistics
Newport Beach’s per capita income (PCI) of $86,586 easily leads the 420 U.S. communities with populations above 75,000, and it triples the national PCI of $27,589. More than a quarter of Newport Beach’s households (28.6 percent, to be exact) have annual incomes of more than $200,000. The median value for all homes in Newport Beach exceeds $1 million.

Beach Facts
Newport Beach was named “one of the cleanest beaches” in the US in 2008 by the National Resources Defense Council. Beaches in Newport include Crystal Cove State Beach and Park, Corona del Mar State Beach and Newport Beach.  Two piers include Balboa Pier and Newport Pier at McFadden Wharf. “The Wedge” remains a popular surfing and bodysurfing spot during extreme surfing conditions.
